I beleive this Johan Peter Zapf's full name to be JOHAN PETER ZEB (ZEB, 
ZEP, ZEPP, ZEPPER, ZAPF, ZAPP)

**Johan Peter Zeb listed in ship's passenger records at the Carnegie 
library (?). See also CD # 501 "Immigrants to PA 1600's to 1800's. He 
arrived in Philadelphia aboard the EDINBURGH Sept. 16, 1751, James 
Russell, Master. I believe he is our Peter Zepp. The list had only male 
names. Do not know if he was accompanied or his age. The men listed may 
have all been indentured, but don't know for sure.

Peter ZEPP 1722-1777 is buried at Sherman's (St Davids)
Per Sherry Miller; ssrosey@cvzoom.net, she found a reference to a Johan 
Peter Zeb in ship's passenger records at the Carnegie library (?). He 
arrived in Philadelphia aboard the EDINBURGH Sept. 16, 1751, James 
Russell, Master. This may possibly be our Peter Zapf.
**Conclusion(assuming he arrived alone and single)

If Johan Peter Zeb is our Peter Zapf then he probably married Dorothea 
Elisabeth Koehler in America.
Listed: Volume 10 of "Maryland German Church records" for Zion Church, 
Reformed Congregation on page 10 shows the following;
" Joh. Peter, son of Niclaus and Anna Elisabeth Schlotthauer, b. (not 
given), bp 26 Dec. 1768, Sponsors: Peter and Dorethea Elisabeth Zapf (L)"
**Deduction

--The practice of a child being named for it's sponsor was very common. 
This fact would support my supposition that Peter's full name was Johan 
Peter Zapf (ZEB, ZEP, ZEPP, ZAPF, ZAPP)

Peter Zepp, Sr. lived on what is now Tracy Mill Rd. near Melrose and 
would have attended either Zion Church in Manchester or St David's just 
over the state line in York County Pa. Frantz, the eldest son died 1809, 
and his mother Dorothea (d. 1799) are buried at St David's, as is Mary 
Catherine, daughter of Peter Jr. who died in 1792 at age 4. This latter 
death is before Jerusalem Church was established in Bachman Valley. Based 
on Zion Lutheran Church records as follows, his son Leonhardt was a 
communicant in 1784 ( as were Frantz and Peter), and would have been at 
least 14 years old and more probably age 20 (see below). This farm was 
eventually inherited by Frantz Zepp, Peter's older brother. This also 
means that Leonhardt Zepp was probably younger than Peter because Frantz 
was born in 1758 and Peter in 1760. If Peter also had a sister Catharina 
born in 1762 as suggested by the grave at Jerusalem Church, then perhaps 
Leonhardt was born about 1764, assuming a roughly constant spacing of 
children.

Jim, I was at a cemetery south of Hanover PA, right on the MD/PA line. 
(Sherman's church) I found hand-made graves of a Peder Zepp(1722-1777), Elisabeth 
Zepp, 1725-1799, Frans Zepp (1738-1782) a Daniel Zepp (1791-1794) a Cadarina
Zepp(daughter of Peder and Cadarina Krumrein Zepp) 1789-1792, and a
Catherine Zepp 1835-18?? wife of Henry(Harry?) Zepp 
These are new to me Do you have information on them? I'm still translating
the handmade stones from the old german to english.
